Dear Swimmer,

We hope that you have enjoyed both the swimming and friendships made as members and been encouraged by your progress over the past year or more. 

You again have confirmed our ranking as the top flight club in Cornwall with many swimmers have also reached national and regional success in other sports of which we are proud to have contributed to your success. 

We recall the continuing dominance at the County Championships setting many new team and individual County Records in March and April and retaining the Ellis Cup (for best club) for the 14th year running. And what’s even better is that you have obviously enjoyed yourselves. 

Our training starts again on Wednesday 7th Sept. 2011
Fees are based upon the number of sessions swum in the 46 weeks for which the club trains.
1 session per week

Recommended for width and length swimmers who may not wish to swim competitively, or have other conflicting weekly commitments. Usual day is a Wednesday.

2 sessions per week

Recommended for all swimmers wishing to progress more rapidly by improving their technique, and includes width, length swimmers, with options of Wednesday, Friday and Sunday. 

We plan to stage events for the junior and novice racers, as an introduction to competitive swimming against swimmers from other clubs such as the Diddy Meet but these require commitment from parents to occur;

3 sessions per week 

Train 3 times a week for potential selection in inter-club competitions such as National and Cornwall & West Devon Leagues, Fast Water Meets, the Counties and local Open Meets. Your usual sessions are on Wednesdays, Friday and Sundays. 

4 sessions per week 

Swimming 4 times a week is the minimum to achieve regional and national times both individually and in a team representing the Club and County at the highest level.

Sessions held on Tuesday, Wednesday, Friday and Sundays. 

We have endeavoured to keep this years’ fees increase low, despite the local government budget cuts to the subsidy given to the un-profitable leisure facilities in Cornwall; Unfortunately the profitable Truro Leisure Centre is now heavily subsidising most other centres in Cornwall as well, not just Ships and Castle and The Princess Pavilion as under Carrick;        Nice one councillors!

As usual we have a range of payment methods to help your budgeting and spread payments over the year, plus ensuring that we are not requesting parents to dig into their pockets every month for ‘subs’. 

We still do not have a full complement of club officials and so the committee have appointed Greg Kotenko to undertake these multiple duties whilst looking to recruit suitable persons for these roles. 

There is therefore a small administrative levy in addition to the membership fee itself within the fees

Personal details are kept on a computer database or other record system for the purposes of membership administration and health and safety, in accordance with the Data Protection Act, TCSC confirm that these details will not disclosed to third parties outside the needs of the Club, unless required to do so by Law. 

We remind parents of our and your ‘duty of care’ responsibilities.

Please would parents remember that you are responsible for your children, once swimmers have left the poolside area. We request that you do NOT allow your children to play in the Car Park, or wander around the Truro Leisure Centre or College campus. Parents of children under 11 are expected to collect their children in person, from poolside. 
Club policy is that club officials have a duty to report any child protection or welfare concerns. 

Photography and mobile phones are forbidden inside the Leisure centre, unless specifically authorised by Truro Leisure Centre, and the lifeguards will enforce this rule 
Unless parents delete and countersign the bold writing below this form, parents consent to official group photographs of club swimmers appearing in local newspapers or swimming magazines. 
These photographs will fully comply with the Child Protection regulations and ASA guidelines, and will not be knowingly used for any other purpose than appropriate publicity for TCSC.
